The Newark Empowerment Center began its third year in March. To date, the (
Center has helped over 1,200 households. In 2008, the NER through its

sponsoring churchesfi assisted 306 households with $32,716 in financial *
assistance to maintain their current housing. Another 147 were helped with food and clothing
referrals, and a total of $3,500 for transportation, medical needs and acquiring vital documents. The
number of hotel stays provided by Newark churches to clients without shelter has been greatly
reduced.

The average daily client load is steadily increasing: from fewer than 10 to as many as 24. Eighteen
Newark churches and synagogues regularly refer clients to the NEC for financial counseling and
screening. Approximately 75% of all Center clients are seeking financial assistance. About 45% are
referred by sponsoring faith community
