people at church. It can mean just as much as a
handshake, and is one way to try to protect yourself and
others from H1N1 (swine flu), other viruses and
bacteria.

Take the following suggestions by the Center for

Disease Control (CDC) very seriously:

e Yearly seasonal flu vaccine (protects against the
three main seasonal flu viruses). Does not protect
against the new H1N1 influenza.

e HI1N1 vaccine when available. Does not protect
against seasonal influenza.

e Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you
cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after
you use it (If no tissue is available sneeze or cough

r e int@ YU iNnerelbaw). n e w

e Wash your hands often with soap and water,
especially after you cough or sneeze. Soap and water
not available? Use alcohotbased hand sanitizer.

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth. Germs
spread this way.

e Avoid close contact with sick people.

If sick with flu -like illness, stay home for 24hrs. fever free
without use of fever -reducing medications. Speak to

your physician about antiviral medications. They work
best if started within the first 2 days of symptoms.

Other strong suggestions:

e Use wipes provided by grocery stores to wipe your
hands (and cart handles).

e Keep wipes and hand sanitizer in your purse at all
times and use freely (keep out of reach of children,
as you would any alcohol -based substance)

e Someone coughing and sneezing in close proximity
to you? MOVE.
