PARKING UPDATE:  
MUNICIPAL LOTS and METERS  

REMAIN FREE ON SUNDAYS, 7am -1pm  
 
Please make note of the following changes coming our 
way regarding Sunday parking:  
 
The City of Newark is changing from free parking all 

day Sunday to free parking from 7am -1pm in city lots 
and at street meters.  However, if you enter City Lot 1
(next door) in the morning, you will need to take a 
ticket to lift the crossbar, even though it is free.  When 
you exit before 1pm, just put the ticket in the slot as you 
leave and the crossbar will go up (no money is 
required).  If you remain later than 1pm, you will only 
need to pay for parking from 1pm on. In Lots 3 and 4 
on Sunday mornings, the crossbar will not be down, so 
you wonõt have to take a ticket.  Metered parking is free 
from 7am-1pm, as well (but be sure to put money in at 
1pm if you are staying beyond that time).  
 
Something to think about :  If you are able to park in 
the City of Newark lots without hardship, it will 
increase the chances for our visitors (and our own less 
physically able members) to find an open spot in the 
NUMC lot.  Newcomers may not realize that the city 
lots are free, and may not wish to take a ticket, thinking 
they will be charged.  
 
We appreciate the City of Newarkõs efforts to keep the 
needs of our congregation in mind as they develop new 
policy.  They have been in communication with us 
throughout the past several months as the city has 
worked on this change, and they understand the 
importance of parking availability to the present and 
future of Newark UMC.  They value our churchõs 
contribution as a member of the Newark community, 
and we are very grateful for that.

As I write this to you, the earthquake in Haiti is less than a week old. The worldõs 
nations have responded with food, medicine and personnel. It is a massive 
humanitarian effort. Many faith organizations are responding because of their deep 
compassion for those who are suffering. These organizations are in action in Haiti 
and around the world gathering support and supplies for Haiti. The United 
Methodist Church is among those that have responded and will continue to respond in the months 
and years ahead.  
 
When I ask myself why the UMC has responded, one simple statement comes to me:  United 
Methodists have been touched by Godõs grace. As a denomination, we have been steeped in our 
tradition of helping people. And because we have taken seriously the call to nurture our faith life, 
our walk with Christ, we have found ourselves willing and able to respond.  
 
 

Lent  is upon us this month. It was developed by the early church to be a time to attend to our faith 
life, to examine our walk with Christ and to refashion and reorient our lives. Lent is to be a time of 
holy discipline so that we might embody the presence of Christ in our own lives.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
ASH WEDNESDAY , February 17 begins the season of Lent. We will have two services that day at 
NUMC:   
 

Noon:  Liturgical service in the chapel, with Communion and imposition of ashes.  
 
7:00pm: Designed for families with children, this service will be in the sanctuary.  

Before I moved to Newark, I found myself sitting in a liturgical Ash Wednesday service in another 
town. There were only three children present, and it was clear that the liturgy was not speaking to 
them. The next year I started making sure that one option on Ash Wednesday would be a child-
friendly service: there is no òadult sermon,ó there is more action, and things are explained. 
Children take part in the leadership, and we keep the service to 50 minutes or less. Weõve had a 
good response from the congregation since we began this service at NUMC. 

 
On Sunday mornings in Lent, we will be using the appointed lectionary texts for our sermons. 
While we do not have a òtheme,ó we will strive each time to have a sermon that helps you with your 
faith journey and in imitating Christ with your life.  
 
This Lent, may our faith be strengthened. May our lives be like Christõs. May we find ourselves 
willing and able to respond to others with compassion and helping hearts and hands because of our 
own experience of Godõs grace and love in Jesus Christ.
