Inner Light Theatre  has the potential to make a 
huge impact on the Newark community by 
providing a venue for people with various God-
given talents (acting, singing, dancing, 
musicianship, artistic design, craftsmanship, 
organization and more) to combine those talents 
to provide quality family entertainment.  It also will 
be one of those rare opportunities for entire 
families to participate TOGETHER in a shared 
passion.

Kathy Werrell and others collect the food and 
deliver it here to NUMC.  Outreach will be 
able to re-stock our own Food Cupboardõs 
(very) empty shelves and also deliver food to 
the Pantry at Holy Family.  Clients requesting 
assistance at the Newark Empowerment 
Center are often referred to the Holy Family 
Food Pantry. 

In addition, appropriate items from the 
collection are used in go-bags prepared by 
Outreach for the Newark Empowerment 
Center.  Several hundred such meals have 
been assembled from this campus harvest in 
previous years.

Associate Pastor Jim Faltot, a Vietnam combat 
infantry sergeant, feels that òweõve gotten 
pretty good at caring for combat veteransõ 
physical wounds; and weõre getting better at 
addressing the psychological wounds; but 
nobody, to my knowledge, is addressing the 
spiritual wounds that come with war.  Not 
everybody found God in a foxhole.  Oneõs 
faith can take a real beating on the 
battleground.ó 

The group will share experiences, examining 
the role of faith in combat, the presence or 
absence of God there, and where we stand in 
relation to God and the church today.  For 
further information, contact Dr. Faltot (368 -
8774; jcfaltot@msn.com).
