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I was reading up on youth ministry to 
seek possible ways to attract and retain 
the young people in our church and 
community. I began to read a book 
suggested to me by a respected colleague 

in young peopleõs ministries, Almost Christian  by Kenda 
Creasy Dean. After digesting the first chapter, I discovered 
a summary statement that can shape our youth ministryõs 
present and future.   

They want to be us . Believe it or not, they want to be us. 
Peel away all the protestations and criticisms and look 
deep down and what you get is that young people want to 
grow up to be us: they want to be what we are and do 
what we do. What this ultimately means is that the 
vibrancy and attractiveness and retention ability of our 
youth ministries is inextricably tied to the vibrancy and 
dynamism of our adult ministries and the spiritual 
development and demonstrated discipleship of the older 
adult Christians in NUMC. If we are not acting like Jesus, 
they are not likely to want to act like Jesus.   

If we want to know what the future of our childrenõs faith 
is, we just need to look at our own faith lives. Outside a 
move of the Holy Spirit and revival sweeping the 
congregation, the future of the faith of our young people 
depends on our example. 

Let us examine ourselves and make the necessary changes 

to be a light to the path of our young people. As we enter 

the Holiday season and enjoy the festivities of Christmas 

and New Yearõs, let us be particularly mindful of this. Let 

the light and love of God shine in all we choose to do.  

Remember, they are watching and they want to be us.

Renewing Our Foundation Project Highlights  

Welcome Center Entrance:  
As reported last month, the overall project is on track with many aspects completed and remaining 
work anticipated to complete in February 2017: 

¶ Final paving, lighting, and landscaping of the parking lot is complete and the preschool 
playground surface and fence installed. What an improvement!  
¶ SonSpirit worship is now fully enjoying the new enhanced worship support A/V capabilities 

in Heritage Hall, and new worship furniture has arrived.  
¶ The new Welcome Center structure soon will be enclosed with windows and doors, and 

interior finishing work will accelerate with the installation of the new elevator lift and 
completion of the electrical/security/computer network/TV messaging systems behind the 
walls, with ceiling, drywall and flooring installation soon to follow. The new custom reception 
desk is being fabricated and new furniture purchases are being made. 
¶ Sanctuary lighting work will commence immediately after Christmas and take approximately 

6 weeks. Work in the sanctuary will include replacing incandescent floodlight spots with 
LEDs, adding track lighting, repairing/painting ceiling plaster, and installing new 
computerized lighting controls. During this project phase, all Sunday services will be held in 
Heritage Hall.  

ROF Project Energy Reduction Bonus:   
As the ROF Building Committee investigated State of Delaware energy reduction opportunities, 
we became aware of a State energy grant providing rebates on the purchase of LED bulbs. The 
Trustees had already transitioned to the use of CFL bulbs in many locations in the church, but 
LEDs would provide an even greater advantage. We are indebted to Butch Read and Jim Mylin, 
who took their time to inventory and characterize every existing bulb in the church (all 442!) and 
define the appropriate LED replacement. They have submitted the grant application and we await 
approval. When approved, the cost of the new bulbs will be just over $4000ñbut the rebate of 
about $3000 will create a net cost of ~$1000; this will be picked up by donors. So 
we will enjoy new lighting with no up -front cost, and our energy consumption 
for lighting will decrease by about 50%, with bulb replacement time extended 
about 6X. We continue to look for ways to be good stewards of the environment.
